Pakistan’s Deadly Floods 
India has kept itself well-protected by constructing dams and increasing its water storage. 
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While the country is facing a surge of natural disasters on one side, India has started water aggression on the other. India was a claimant to terminate the Indus Water Treaty till yesterday, and now, it has released its excess water into the Ravi, Sutlej and Chenab rivers under the Indus Water Treaty, due to which Punjab has been submerged, and the plains of Sindh are also under threat. Thousands of acres of crops in Punjab and Sindh are feared to be destroyed by these flood waves. Pakistan’s agricultural economy is already in dire straits, and the damage to crops in flood-prone areas will exacerbate economic problems for farmers. The government will have to solve this problem; otherwise, the current flood disaster will wash away everything.
It is a well-known fact that all the foreign, national metrological and environmental organizations/ institutions were warning that due to climate change, there would be more torrential rain and natural calamities, but the government and the administration have no time to adhere any concern towards the impending disasters, rather they are busy suppressing their political opponents, so no plan has been made nor protective measures taken. The entire political leadership has been engaged in rhetoric that if India stops the water, they will shed blood, they will fight for even a drop of water, and they will continue to take their own water share. India has released water, so who will take care of it now? Politicians make one statement after another, but leaders and their public groups neither allow dams nor canals to be built, so floods will only come. According to the Meteorological Department, there was 36% more rainfall in July this year compared to last year, and it will be even more next year. Climate change is partly to blame for this year’s continuous cloudburst incidents in the upper regions, which are happening not just in Pakistan but also in India.
India has not only kept itself well-protected by constructing dams and increasing its water storage capacity, but it is also releasing excess water towards Pakistan to protect itself from any further damage. India is not a friend; it is an adversary and will do what an enemy can to destabilise another country, but what is Pakistan doing? Have we made any strategy to avoid and respond to Indian aggression? No one will have the answer, because for 78 years, nothing has been done here except for showy announcements and measures to protect our water channels, infrastructure and become resilient to natural disasters. When there is talk of building dams or creating provinces, everyone stands up in opposition, because their personal interests are harmed. The priorities of the elite do not have national interest, nor do they put national interests before their own.
How long will all this go on like this? If the present devastating situation persists, then we will have to suffer more. Whenever there is a flood or natural disaster in Pakistan, the government has started looking towards others. This time too, something similar is happening. We are demanding climate finance and natural disaster funds from the developed world, along with relief aid, but now the minimum support will be provided because until we build our resilience structures, early warning systems and disaster management capabilities, no one will step in to pull us out of the dark ages every year. Prime Minister Shahbaz Sharif has demanded that Pakistan cannot deal with the current situation alone. Developed countries will have to come to help. The demand is correct based on the principle, which is repeated every year in COP and other global climate conferences. Developed industrial countries are the ones who are mainly responsible for the increase in global warming. But in this regard, no progress has been seen so far except verbal contributions. In the past floods, no major cooperation could be received for the damage repair and restoration efforts. So there will be no special support. Therefore, instead of pinning our hopes on the world, we should try to avoid the dangers of climate disasters through correct measures within our limited resources. Otherwise, despite knowing all this, no serious practical effort is being made.
Apparently, natural disasters are providing humanity with great lessons that it must shift towards a more sustainable path to reduce natural disasters. If we all try to understand collectively, many of the problems of this year suggest preventive measures in the coming times. Floods, riverine or urban or high-altitude cloud and glacier outbursts are definitely beyond human control. But with timely, correct measures and effective strategies, their risks can be minimised. We will not only have to understand the trends of climate change and seasons, but also have to adopt the method of practical measures accordingly. In the situation of climate change, the only effective preventive measure can be to create harmony with the circumstances and adapt ourselves to the requirements of these changed seasons. If the government and the relevant institutions still do not play an active role, and scientific predictions or early warnings are not diligently heeded, and the neglect program continues with mere photo sessions, then no one will be able to save the country and the public from drowning, nor will anyone come to their aid.
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
