India Turns To Missiles 
The defeat has not been digested by the Indian fascist Hindutva regime. There is now a sudden rise in procure-ment of weapons and equipment.

Pakistan defeated India comprehensively during Mark e Haq and Bunyan Marsoos, which will always be remembered as a great triumph. The Indian Army admitted defeat when its troops waved white flags along the LOC. Pakistan gave a befitting and measured response to Indian aggression. After this valiant success, India has increased its terrorist attacks through proxies, Fitna al Khawarij and Fitna al Hindustan in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa and Balochistan. The New York Times wrote that Delhi now finds itself equated with Islamabad, stating that any act of confrontation plays into the hands of Pakistan. The so-called myth of Indian conventional superiority has been shattered, as has their rhetoric of capturing AJK and GB. The Indian concept of the new normal has been replaced by Pakistan’s own new normal through the launch of riposte Operation Bunyan Marsoos, targeting Indian strategic assets. President Trump has claimed credit for the ceasefire between India and Pakistan, which stopped a potential nuclear war. He has repeated this claim over 40 times. It was he who confirmed in July that five Indian planes were shot down, though he recently said the number was seven.
The defeat has not been digested by the Indian fascist Hindutva regime. There is now a sudden rise in procurement of weapons and equipment, along with alarming missile tests, which threaten the security and stability of the region. The Indian defence ministry has approved rupees 67,000 crore (INR) for the purchase of advanced weapons and equipment to strengthen Indian combat capabilities, including drones, missiles, night vision devices, and maintenance of the C-17, C130J and S-400 air defence system. The recent tests of missiles also raise serious questions. Agni-5 was tested on August 20, 2025, a nuclear-capable intermediate-range ballistic missile with a range of 5,000 kilometres. It can target all of Asia, northern China, and parts of Europe. The Indian Defence Research and Development Organisation is also developing a modified version of the Agni-5 intercontinental ballistic missile. The new version will carry a conventional warhead of 7,500 kg (8 tons) bunker buster capacity. For this purpose, the missile’s range will be 2,500 kilometres, designed to penetrate 80 to 100 metres underground before detonating. India is also developing another version of Agni-5, an air buster with the same range. This is similar to the concept of the US GBU-57, used against the Iranian nuclear installation at Fordow and dropped by B-2 stealth bombers. If used against Pakistan’s nuclear sites, it would be considered a nuclear attack by Pakistan, and serious miscalculations could lead to nuclear escalation with disastrous consequences for India.
In July this year, India also carried out trials of the Akash Prime medium-range surface-to-air missile, capable of hitting a target 25 kilometres away. The test was conducted at an altitude of 15,000 feet in Ladakh, IIOJK. In July, India carried out two back-to-back tests of the Pralay short-range surface-to-surface missile, with a range of 150 to 500 kilometres. In the same month, India also test-fired the Prithvi short-range ballistic missile with a range of 350 kilometres, and Agni-1 with a range of 700 to 900 kilometres. The DRDO is also developing the Astra air-to-air missile system and the Kusha missile as part of its air defence programme. India is additionally planning a major procurement of Israeli Rampage air-to-ground missiles, reportedly used during Operation Sandoor according to Indian media.
On August 15, 2025, Prime Minister Modi announced that India will develop its indigenous air defence system, ‘Sudarshan Chakra’ (mythological shield), by 2035. This will be similar to Israel’s ‘Iron Dome’ and the proposed US ‘Golden Dome’. The concept was conceived in the aftermath of Pakistan’s Fateh 1 and Fateh 2 strikes, which hit 26 strategic targets across India, causing significant damage and panic. The sudden hype in missile tests and trials indicates preparation for possible aggression against Pakistan and a potential regional conflict. Pakistan has made it clear that if India ever attempts any misadventure, the response will be swift and painful. The DG ISPR has emphasised in an interview that in case of any misadventure, Pakistan will target India from east to west, from Arunachal Pradesh to Rajasthan.
The victory in Mark-e-Haq and Bunyan Marsoos was achieved through professionalism and skill. Wars are not won by weapons alone, but by the people behind them, whether on the ground or in the air. Operation Sandoor was an utter failure, and India’s so-called claim of being a net security provider in the region has been shattered, while Pakistan has emerged as a net regional security stabiliser.
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
