National Library Act 2010 approved

ISLAMABAD: The Senate Standing Committee on Education unanimously approved the National Library Act 2010 on Tuesday.

The chairman of the committee, Senator SM Zafar said the Act sought to acquire, preserve and organise published literary heritage produced by Pakistanis abroad, anything published abroad related to Pakistan or that in printed and non-printed format originated in the country (under the Copyright Law). 

He said it would also help maintain a universal collection of human knowledge as per national requirements, act as an agency for National Bibliographic Control and facilitate nationwide libraries. Zafar highlighted the importance of libraries in the dissemination of knowledge and the promotion of a reading culture in the country. He said the National Library would consist of a main library, branch libraries/offices in the federal capital and also mobile libraries across the country.
