The face of evil infecting Europe

For all his impeccable family background (his father was a diplomat), superior intellect, high education and sophistication, the Norwegian gunman Anders Behring Breivik is consumed with hatred toward Muslims in Europe whom he and his ilk view as a threat to cultural Christianity.
He may have carried out the heinous attacks on his fellow citizens alone but evidence suggests he has numerous sympathizers who share his bigoted ideology prompting fears of copycat attacks elsewhere on the continent.

His online manifesto titled “2083: A European Declaration of Independence” with the Latin subtitle “In praise of the new knighthood the poor soldiers of Christ and the Temple of Solomon” is an explicit neo-Crusader’s manual penned by Breivik with anonymous others that was sent-out to his 7,000 former ‘friends’ on Facebook.

The document slams “political correctness” which is defined as “Marxism in a different set of clothes… beneath the window dressing of ‘sensitivity, tolerance and multiculturalism.’” He complains that Europe is becoming a “matriarchal society”; he wants women to be stay-at-home housewives and an end to children being born outside wedlock. His admission that he spent $ 2,000 for the services of a high-class call girl just a week before his attacks illustrates his hypocrisy and faux morality. 

However, most of his screed consists of bashing the Islamic faith and its adherents down the ages — and, ironically, he highlights the killings of innocents by Islamist extremists, which is exactly what he’s cold-bloodedly perpetrated himself. He writes, “According to them, there is only a small core of evil Muslim fanatics in the world sitting in caves somewhere and recruiting through the Internet” and that European resistance fighters are “poor white trash psychotics with a medieval mentality.”

His Middle East Policy Plan “involves a crusade…an anti-Jihad campaign” under the guidelines of the Knights Templar. Historically, the Knights Templar was a secretive French order of warriors who protected Crusaders en route to Jerusalem where they fought against Saladin’s armies and were headquartered for a time at the Haram Al-Sharif. Although they were personally sworn to poverty, they controlled vast fortunes with which they built castles, churches, ships and opened banks and businesses.

In 1305, their Grand Master fell out with the Pope when the King of France Philip IV charged the Templar Knights with apostasy, heresy, practicing obscene rituals, financial corruption and fraud. Some of the Knights Templar’s rituals and symbols have been absorbed into Masonic rites and, indeed, there are several modern orders whose members claim to be either direct descendents of the original Knights or espouse a similar creed.

Indeed, Breivik has admitted to having been a freemason, a claim which is, until now, unsubstantiated. The British police are investigating his stated links with the English Defense League (EDL) — a far right protest movement in opposition to the spread of Islam — although the EDL denies having had anything to do with him. Breivik says he was recruited by two men while in the UK and purports to have a British mentor he calls “Richard” which is probably a moniker derived from the English Crusader King Richard the Lion Heart. He further asserts he met with eight Europeans of like mind in 2002 to “reform” the Knights Templar Europe “to seize political and military control of western European countries and implement a cultural conservative agenda.”

He stresses that his fellow “Knights” should be one-man marketing agencies with the objective of “portraying our enemies in the worst possible light as cultural Marxist traitors who wish to sell their own people into Muslim slavery.”

This is a man who calculatedly bought a farm so that he could legitimately buy fertilizer used to make homemade bombs with which he blew up buildings in Oslo and was ruthless enough to use dumdum bullets to explode inside the bodies of the young people he shot on Norway’s “paradise isle.”

There will be those who’ll say he’s a one-off madman but judging by his coherent manifesto and the years of planning that went into his killing spree, they’d be wrong. He’s become an unfeeling instrument of his ideology in the same way that Hitler, Stalin and Osama Bin Laden were.

He’s just as vainglorious as they were and just as willing to sacrifice human life for his objectives. Indeed, he warns in his paper that they (Marxist traitors) “are doing everything to tell the people that they have no political opposition whatsoever and that the occasional attack is only committed by backwater, brain damaged and in-bred freaks.”

He complains that “they always illustrate national resistance fighters in the worst possible light without make-up, in bad lighting, with bad editing and often in unfortunate postures” as psychological warfare “against us”. This explains why he worked out in the gym, visited a tanning center, had a haircut and a shave, enhanced his features with make-up and wore medal-festooned uniforms for professional photo-shoots in the run-up to the horrific incidents.  Yet, somehow, his polished, fair-haired, clean-cut appearance makes him look even more monstrous; it’s a chilling image reminiscent of the Hitler Youth.

Nobody knows how many have been infected by his clash of civilizations philosophy or how many will look upon this sick individual as their hero. But unless they are prepared for rivers of blood in European capitals in the future, Europe’s governments must take the issue of right-wing extremism seriously and cut-out the cancerous tumor before it becomes fatal.

Unfortunately, Europe is littered with far right groups and parties, such as the British National Party (BNP), Austria’s anti-immigrant Freedom Party, Belgium’s openly anti-Semitic, anti-immigration Freedom Block (VB), Germany’s neo-Nazi movement — and France’s National Front; there are many more. If there is anything to be gained from this tragedy, I hope that European leaderships will remember Kristallnacht and realize the consequences of allowing hate to fester ignored and unchallenged in an already Islamophobic climate, which I’m sad to say a few European governments, partnered with the media right, have either unwittingly or knowingly helped forge.
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
